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Mrs. Fuchs-Häseli, in what way is The World Foundation for Natural Science different from other
environmental organisations?

The approach of The World Foundation for Natural Science is unique in that it consistently links natural
with spiritual science in all of its activities. For this is the only way to find real solutions. We are studying
the principles of nature - the rules according to which it works - thus taking a holistic view. For just as
man is a being of body, soul and spirit, so is nature physical as well as spiritual. The great teachers of
mankind such as Lao-tzu, Confucius, Pythagoras and many other philosophers - but also Jesus, the
Christ - were always conscious of this fact and related to it in their teachings to mankind. We incorporate
these basic teachings of spiritual science into our considerations, put such theses to the test and thus
know due to our experience if they work.

With such an approach do you believe you will ever be taken seriously?

Of course we are being taken seriously. Every reasonable member of mankind with a modicum of
common sense takes us seriously. This approach makes sense, does it not? [Karin Fuchs-Häseli smiles]
But I do know what you are alluding to. Inveterate scientists who only focus on the purely materialistic
aspect of reality are accusing us of being ‘unscientific’, because they cannot imagine that there is an
ethereal level of reality as well. But you see, this one-sided and therefore incomplete view of things
causes me to smile, and I cannot really take them seriously, especially as from a scientific viewpoint
there is far too much ‘evidence’ (or should I say, far too many clues) for the existence of a spiritual world,
the world of consciousness. Or how do you want to get answers to the following questions, if you ignore
all spiritual things?

What was the cause of the Big Bang? Why do placebos have a healing power?

Why can somebody have a heart attack ‘only’ after receiving some bad news (e.g. of the death of a loved
one)? How do you explain near-death experiences? How is an individual able to recount later all the
conversations that have happened during surgery, even though it is proven that there has not been any
brain activity during the entire operation?

Why does someone develop all the typical symptoms of AIDS after they have been diagnosed HIV
positive, even though the blood samples had been mixed up and he is actually HIV negative? I could go
on and on with questions like these. 

Therefore, if our consciousness has such a ‘power of imagination’ that it can influence matter (meaning
the physical body) it is extremely short-sighted not to include spiritual things into scientific considerations.
Quantum physicists know about this connection and interrelation of matter and spirit. They know that
particles behave differently when they are looking at them than when they are busy doing other things.
This is why quantum physicists are asking serious questions such as “does the rose give off its scent
even when nobody is smelling at it?”

So it does not bother me the least when we are accused of being unscientific. The time will prove us
right. The scientific world view changes; those who do not take us seriously today will be put right later,
and those who want to cling to an out-dated materialistic world view will have to painfully part with it
tomorrow.
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So you are not interested in building a bridge with the established sciences?

The only way I am building a bridge with theses one-sided sciences, as I consider them to be, is by
incorporating many realisations and exciting discoveries of such sciences, made in the realm of the
physical, into our considerations (and these discoveries have to be acknowledged). It is fascinating to
know what happens on a purely physical level. One just needs to be aware of the fact that they usually
have only discovered half the truth. If they discover that HIV positive people have certain viruses, this still
does not mean that they have discovered the true cause of AIDS, which is caused by a completely
unhealthy and unnatural way of life. What I am really interested in is to cooperate with those scientists of
a holistic orientation…and fortunately, there are more and more of them.

You see, in my opinion the so-called established natural science has ‘strayed off’. Let’s look at all the
research regarding the ‘influence of electromagnetic radiation on living organisms’, which is a subject that
we of The World Foundation for Natural Science have been dealing with since our incorporation in 1993.
Since we are studying nature so thoroughly, and especially the processes of creation, we were warned
against the dangers of the microwave technology from the very beginning. All life is brought forth due to
natural electromagnetic impulses. Thus it is only logical that such an unnatural technical radiation
disturbs these sensitive processes in our bodies and in nature in general. The emergence of health
problems is only a matter of time.

Today, new scientific findings that prove us right are revealed almost daily, such as the report of the
Bioinitiative Working Group, published on 31 August 2007, which is an international body of renowned
scientists, researchers and experts in health politics, which has analysed two thousand health studies on
the influence of electro-magnetic fields. Now they are raising the alarm and demand new threshold
values, because “the existing standards for public safety are inadequate to protect public health!” There
are already more than 40.000 studies of ‘established’ science pertaining to this subject. But according to
the Swiss radiation expert Mirjana Moser, the only ‘conclusion’ that can be drawn is that there is no
conclusive answer as to what mobile phone radiation is causing in our bodies, and that the research must
go on. During personal conversations with researchers, I have been told that they do indeed know that
electromagnetic radiation can cause effects such as, for example, double-strand breaks of the genetic
DNA make-up. But they cannot be sure if this is really damaging to health, they claim… because, after
all, the body does have a multitude of repair mechanisms… as if it did not matter that the body constantly
has to run on an emergency programme in order to fix the damages to our genetic make-up. Where is
the common sense in all of this? And where is the necessary respect and admiration for this brilliant
creation, this masterpiece that is the human body?

At the end of 2005, I was on Monte Verita, southern Switzerland, at a meeting of the high society of
scientists of that field, where I witnessed a conversation, the essence of which was: “Even if we do
suspect that mobile telephony is detrimental to health, if we issue a warning to the public, frightening the
people, the industry would be badly hit. Thousands of jobs could get lost. Thousands of people could
suffer financially, and could not afford their health plan premiums anymore, therefore their health could
really be damaged. Such scenarios have already been looked into. It is clear that we would have a real
health problem then.”

The mobile phone industry thus still earns inordinate amounts of money at the cost of our health and still
claims that there is no scientific evidence for the detrimental nature of mobile telephony. The cause of
this is that every study must be replicated and published in a recognised scientific magazine before its
results are acknowledged. But it will never be possible to replicate nature. No living organism—and I
even consider an atom to be such a one—always behaves the same. Nature is simply no linear system.
And there are innumerable factors that can change the results. Thus, I am quite certain that the
established sciences can continue to do research regarding the question of the harmfulness of mobile
telephony without really getting anywhere. During this meeting, my colleague asked one of the scientists
as to when they would find conclusive evidence for the harmfulness or harmlessness of microwave
radiation. The concise reply was, “Never…such is the nature of research.” In this connection, it is
interesting to note that industry-funded research projects only show a health problem in 30% of the
cases, whereas studies with public or mixed funding show an effect in more than 70%.

I could go on citing many such examples, especially also in the pharmacological field. But the gullible
citizen trusts science and their recommendations. But science and economy have entered into a sinister
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dependency. Science needs the funding of the economy, and the economy needs the studies of science
to put their goods on the market. Neither of these is primarily interested in serving the whole, and to
strengthen or protect the health of mankind and nature. Instead, we see independent scientists being
discredited on a daily basis, we see forged studies and we experience that the dangers are being played
down or hushed up…if I were to ally myself with this science, the mission of The World Foundation for
Natural Science were doomed to failure.

The first European President of The World Foundation for Natural Science (WFNS) was Dr. Hans Ulrich
Hertel, a learned scientist. You, on the other hand, are an economist. How can you assume the
competence to lead an organisation that carries the name of “natural science”?

[Karin Fuchs-Häseli laughs heartily] This is a good question. In fact, I have been asking myself this a lot!
Seriously; it is the mission of The World Foundation for Natural Science to heal this world in accord with
natural and Divine Law. The place from which I am taking the true competence to lead an organisation
with such a sublime goal is my heart. It is the love for creation that motivates me and all of our staff
members to give our best on a daily basis, and together we are making this planet a better place for all
life. And it is this lifeblood that guarantees our success. Furthermore, as I mentioned before, we are an
organisation that connects natural science and spirituality…and I have been studying spirituality, the
science of the spirit, very intensively ever since I have been eighteen. I have my specialists and experts
for the factual aspects of ‘natural science’…some of them are scientists, others are not. They are our
departmental heads, and in their own fields, they are all first class.

Probably you can imagine that my job involves leadership and management tasks much more than
dealing with natural science. I draw on the technical competence of my twenty years of experience as a
bank clerk, head of training, human resources manager and self-employed management consultant.

Who is it that you would like to reach with your work?

Independent people who recognise the unity of all life and who want to contribute to the re-establishment
of Divine Order on this precious planet.

Will that not leave you a well-meaning, yet powerless or perhaps impotent organisation, having nice
visions but being unable to change anything about the course of science?

It is not our goal to change the course of science; we want to re-establish Divine Order on this planet. For
that, we have to raise the consciousness of mankind - scientists included - and remind them of the
simple Laws of Life, according to which nature works. When scientists change, sciences will change as
well one day. Just imagine the medical profession would acknowledge the simple fact that everything
starts with consciousness, and that our thoughts and feelings have a creative power. They would
immediately start to have a different understanding of diseases, and they would no longer look for the
causes only at a physical level. They would also realise the reason for our dilemma — that we are always
making more medical progress, but that we are getting ever more stricken with disease. The merely
physical treatment of symptoms is nothing but applying ‘cosmetics’ that cannot heal man in his
wholeness.

Imagine that the medical profession would finally integrate at the same time the simple principle of cause
and effect and that they would realise that everything sent forth by our thoughts, feelings, words and
actions would return to us, if not in this life, then in the next one—for reincarnation is a Natural Law. They
would do everything they could to get people to direct their consciousness to beautiful things, to noble
and true things, and not to talk badly about other people, or to inflict harm on any part of life.

Now imagine further that physicians would realise that Nature, with all of the four elements, has provided
everything we need to remain healthy in body, soul and spirit, or, if necessary, to provide healing for us.
They would commit themselves with all of their might to have Nature protected and that the water and the
air would be kept clean. They would stop to prescribe chemical substances or synthetic drugs, all of
which have their side effects that cause 106,000 deaths every year in the U.S. alone.
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Such a shift in consciousness would cause a rapid change for the better in the world, because everything
has a ripple effect. So, I do not at all consider us to be powerless or impotent. Quite the opposite! What
we teach the people is true. And truth will always prevail, even if it might take some time. Moreover, one
with God is a majority! Every single one has much more power than he or she realises. And quantum
leap-like changes are always a question of the ‘Hundredth Monkey Effect’…I believe that in many areas
we are standing on the threshold of such ‘radical’ leaps in consciousness.

Most people are disappointed by traditional science, and some are even outright afraid of certain
branches such as genetic engineering, pharmacology, etc. How can you present science in a way that
the “average punter” will show an interest?

According to our motto ‘simple, clear, honest and true!’, we want to promote an understanding for the
connections in nature, in a way that everyone can understand, and we want to show practical and
applicable ways to a natural life. We want to bring people closer to Nature and its Laws, and give them
a feeling for noble, true and beautiful things, which are the truly important things in life. We want them to
re-discover their love for creation, their appreciation and their gratitude for all life. The common sense
‘average punter’ understands our language quite well…maybe because it is not too ‘scientific’. All it takes
is to open your heart and to let the miracle of creation touch you, and you will understand why this
wonderful planet and all life must be protected and cherished. Additionally, we all share a natural
perception for what is right and what is wrong, for what is true and what is untrue…this is why we feel that
genetic engineering and many areas of pharmacology are not really good for us.

In our courses and training we offer approaches to ‘new’ thinking and solutions, and we encourage
people to check things out. Thus, everyone is able to gain their own empirical knowledge, based on their
own experience.

What is your advice to all of these people out there, who feel so powerless, that they should do to save
our planet?

Allow me to address your readers directly. The most important thing is that we, as human beings, start
to re-establish a relationship with this precious planet and all its creatures. Start observing the natural
processes and connections in nature, and you will not stop wondering. Try to experience the miracle of
creation, to honour life and to love all the wonderful creatures. Connect with the spirit behind all of the
forms of the world of appearances—with the guiding force that brings forth all life and matter. We are
saving this planet, our beloved Mother Earth—a living, breathing being—by loving her free together! Our
consciousness has a creative power and every change starts in consciousness. A single loving thought
held for a part of nature, nourished by respective feelings, changes the whole…because everything is
connected. This re-found love for creation will cause you to change your behaviour, right there where you
are, in front of your own door, so to speak. Just because this planet has become so precious to you, you
will start to care more for creation in general, and to make an effort for life in every field. You will become
an example for many others. This will make you the cause of a ripple effect of unexpected proportions.

As I have said before, first there needs to be a shift in consciousness. This is why we are regularly
offering courses on the Natural Law of life, to show what it means to really heal yourself and the planet,
and not only to treat symptoms. Additionally, we give you hands-on, simple advice on what you can do
about things, e.g. about global warming… at least about that part of global warming that does not have
natural causes such as the straightening of the Earth’s axis. The simple exhortation here is: Plant
trees—in masses!
